WORLD GAMES & SONGS
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
Begin by inviting your friends to travel ‘AROUND THE WORLD’ 

with you



Give an “authentic touch”…by making use of a





 WORLD MAP!  or   

 GLOBE !
…  to help you decide your next destination.


You will CALL OUT the 1st country you’ll like to visit, followed by 

the 2nd country & the 3rd, & so on. Those who already know the trick 

can join you by suggesting the next country that would be “good”  

or  “interesting” to visit & so on.


The game continues until someone guesses the trick by consistently being able to name the next country to visit on the travel. If no one gets the trick, you can decide when to end the game, BUT do not give away the trick. This creates an air of suspense!


The TRICK is your travel always begins with the letter “A”. From there you go on to 

a country starting with the letter “R” followed by “O” & so on, until you have spelt out 

the phase “AROUND THE WORLD”. Hence your travel will always end with a country 

that starts with the letter “D”.
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                            using the BLANKET GAME



McDonald’s Snoopy figurines are dressed in costumes of different countries.


Display the Snoopys as part of your WSW exhibition. Have the group take a look around the room, including the Snoopy figurines.


   In the “regular blanket game”, participants try to guess the name of the other person when

   the blanket is dropped. In this modified WSW game, they will try to guess the country that 

   Snoopy (held by the other person) is from.


Introduce the game. Divide participants into 2 smaller groups. Have someone divide the Snoopy into 2 lots. Each group is given 1 lot of Snoopys. Participants on each side decide which Snoopy they will display.    


Once the blanket is dropped, the first one to call out the correct country wins!
The other team loses the participant & the Snoopy to the team with the correct answer. The game continues till you call it to an appropriate stop.     
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  Variation 1 :  

Display a collection of different items (scarves, fan, food, souvenirs, etc) from    different countries. Make sure you know where they come from! You can label this items (e.g. A, B, C,) for easy identification. Have participants go round to look at these items & identify at least 3 items (you determine how many) and the country they are from.

 Variation 2 :  

MUSIC from different countries. Play a section of the music and have participants     identify which country it is from.

  Variation 3 :

Have a FASHION PARADE of costumes from different countries and have    participants identify which country each costume is from.  
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Patterned after the idea of “WHO WANTS TO BE A MILLIONAIRE?”


Each complete game will have 4 levels of questions. At every level, the 


participant has a choice whether to continue to the next level or not. 


Here, we have provided 4 sets of questions (A - D), involving 4 different 


participants. You can decide how many sets you want to play (depending 


on how much time you have). 


HOW THE GAME RUNS :


LEVEL 1 :   The FIRST question is READ to ALL present.  


The person with the correct answer : 



 will be given a gift.


      
 qualifies as a participant to continue with the rest of the game.

FOR LEVEL 2 :  This participant is given a CHOICE :


 
To continue with the game & go on to win the next price. 

      
If he gives an INCORRECT answer, his first gift will be taken back!


To just keep his first gift & NOT continue. 


 
The same choice is given before proceeding to LEVEL 3 & LEVEL 4.


3 LIFELINES are available to the participant if he needs help to determine


        
a correct answer. Each lifeline can only be used ONCE in the game.



The 3 LIFELINES are:



Get a vote from the audience on the correct answer.



Request the facilitator to eliminate 2 of the 4 choices of answer & 



       leave a 50- 50% choice for the person to answer.



Call upon a trusted friend to give his answer for that question.


       
For each LIFELINE the participant will still need to determine his own final 

answer.

APPENDIX  (iii)

MOBILIZING THE CF FOR PRAYER


“Huh?? You’ve all been talking about moving the world through prayer! 

I think first, I have to move my CF members to even come together to pray!”  

“Do you know, every week, it’s the same few persons coming to pray?”  

“How can I even begin to get people to pray?” 

It is one thing to get yourself seated in your room and pray for other countries; but it is another thing to get the whole CF to believe in the call and pray along! How do you, as leaders, mobilize the CF to pray? A friend questioned me “Can anyone get you to pray unless you realized the need to do so?” I find this very true indeed. 

Praying for the nations can teach us to care for God’s people around the world. As His children, we are to learn to love others and to see the world through His eyes. As the song goes “This is my Father’s world”. Indeed it is, so let us proclaim it together and claim back the fallen world for our Father. 

In addition, Paul in his first letter to Timothy (2:1-6) urges us that ‘first of all, requests, prayers, intercession and thanksgiving be made for everyone.’ (v.1). He continues on to remind us that God wants all men to be ‘saved and to come to a knowledge of the truth’. Hey, through prayer, we are able to play a part in declaring the truth of God! 

First Steps … 

Get them excited about what they are praying for. 

Your own excitement about talking with your Father will inspire others to do so. 

Work at creative ways of sharing information & news of happenings in different places.   

Open their eyes to the outside world! 

Students are often too caught up with their own world of studies, friends and entertainment. 

             As you share about the suffering, difficulties & challenges students in other countries face, they 

             will begin to see needs outside of their world.  

Make it a habit to discover how God answers prayers in the Bible. 

Each time you meet, you can share a relevant passage. 

               2 prominent Bible heroes who interceded for others and saw changes were Abraham and Moses. Genesis 18 

               records one of the most beautiful account of the power of prayer when Abraham pleaded with God to spare 

               Sodom and Gomorrah. Moses too prayed for God’s mercy upon the Israelites  (Exodus 32). 

Share modern-day testimonies of how God works in response to the prayers of His people.

The prayer of many, who stands as one voice is indeed powerful. I’ve heard this being repeated many times - ‘A praying Christian, is a growing Christian’.  And I believe this statement stands true for your CF too! Start praying together as a CF and see it grow!!  And of course, see how God will move the world!

More Ideas ~ What you can do whenever you gather for Prayer

	Use a specific scripture passage 

such as a Psalm, and 

pray through that portion of Scriptures.


	
	Focus on specific modes of prayer  

such as

Praise,  Confession,  Thanksgiving.



	Organize a 24-hour prayer watch 

Have students signing up for 

different specific time slots over the 24 hours.

	
	Focus & pray for 1 country each time 

You can work through “Operations World”.

This can be done @ your prayer meeting 

or during CF meetings.

When all have gathered, have each table discuss 

what is on the tickets of each member while eating breakfast. Have each table then, spend time praying for the needs represented on their tickets.



	Hold a Lunch Fast.

Once a month / semester, organize a FAST over lunch. Instead of eating, gather for prayer. 

If possible, have members donate the money they would have spent on lunch to some specific project / need.

Organize a meaningful prayer time.

You can also try walking around the campus 

in groups of 2’s or 3’s. As you walk, pray for the people you see & the departments you pass. 

 
	
	Grow a Global Concern

Try infusing a little global concern 

in your daily / weekly prayer meetings 

by reading an international news clip & praying.

Devote 1 meeting a month to social concerns, 

or world concerns & missions. 

Choose to focus on a different issue each time – be it an unreached people group, or a global issue. 

Ask different members to  be a part of this

by being responsible for different issues,   coming prepared to share a need.  




APPENDIX  (iv)

WSW & MISSIONS

Have you ever thought that your “prayers together” can move the world?  

Matthew records for us a very interesting saying of Jesus in 18:19,20. “I also tell you this: If two of you agree down here on earth concerning anything you ask, my Father in heaven will do it for you. For where two or three gather together because they are mine, I am there among them.” (New Living Translation).   Often times, we forget the powerful promises of God & our prayers are filled with doubt, wondering if God would actually hear! 

Is WSW about prayer or about missions
To me, WSW is an opportunity for students to be involved in what God is doing throughout the world, from where they are. While many of us may not have the time or resources to GO to “all the world”, WSW brings the world a step closer home! 


Mission is about exposure
Research & read about the needs of students in other parts of the world & what their countries are 

facing. Be more specific & adopt a country. Understand the challenges & issues that they face. 


Mission is about feeling God’s heart for these people

While students all over the world may face similar challenges & struggles, there are some struggles 

which are specific to that nation your CF is adopting. These struggles may arise from many sources. 

Some of these countries may be facing war, poverty, oppression, persecution, or difficulties of other 

kind. God’s word shows us a God who is compassionate & concerned for their situation.


Mission is about praying & interceding on behalf of those in need

Let’s learn to pray & see God move the world as we, His people learn to depend on Him for what He 

alone can do!


Mission is about Involvement 

There are many levels @ which you can be involved!


Mobilize @ Home Ground

Research. Then, present facts & truths in a way easily understood & appreciated

Encourage & mobilize people to pray

Be committed to pray for a longer period than one week


Active Support & Giving

Adopt a missionary / a student group, etc

Express care & encouragement thru’ writing, e-mail, etc

Give in cash & kind toward the ministry in that country / region


Going!

Get a group of interested students & visit the country you’ve been praying for. 

       This will definitely deepen your experience & prayer for them!

For me, WSW & MISSION is closely linked, for prayer & mission cannot be separated! As we pray, we are involved in God’s work & ministry.  As our lives & relationship with God deepens, many of us will be challenged by God to go beyond praying. Obedient action will follow!  

So, let’s do it!!

APPENDIX  (v)
THE IMPACT OF INTERCESSORY PRAYER

“History belongs to the intercessors” – Walter Wink

What a powerful and interesting statement! Is it true, and what does the word ‘intercessor’ really mean? Walter Wink in his statement simply states that God hears & answers the prayers of his people, & that these answers have the effect of influencing world affairs. An intercessor is someone ‘who stands in between two parties’ and one who ‘pleads on behalf of another’. In biblical terms, an intercessor is someone who prays and seeks God on behalf of the needs of others. Is Walter Wink’s statement true? Is there any basis for his statement in the Bible? Let’s look at the following passage in Acts 12:1-19.
About that time King Herod Agrippa began to persecute some believers in the church. He had the apostle James (John’s brother) killed with a sword. When Herod saw how much this pleased the Jewish leaders, he arrested Peter during the Passover celebration and imprisoned him, placing him under the guard of four squads of four soldiers each. Herod’s intention was to bring Peter out for public trial after the Passover. But while Peter was in prison, the church prayed very earnestly for him ...   (Acts 12:1-5)

King Herod had launched a wave of persecution against the early church. In that wave, he had the apostle James the brother of John executed by the sword. Herod then imprisoned the apostle Peter under heavy security. Imagine how distressed & anxious the believers felt when Peter, their leader was taken captive. This did not stop them from coming together in earnest prayer for Peter. What happened next was a miracle! An angel appeared before Peter, removed his chains, and led him out of the cell, passing through all the guards! (v.6-10) Peter realizing what had just happened, went immediately to the home of Mary, the mother of John Mark, where ‘many were gathered for prayer’ (Acts 12:11-12). When the believers saw that it was Peter, they were amazed (v.16). At dawn, the guards realized that Peter was missing and panicked. We need to understand that during those times, if soldiers lost any prisoner under their guard, the punishment would be sure death. Imagine their fear! In the end, their fears came true, for Herod had the soldiers put to death (v.18-19).

We can only wonder what the outcome would have been if the church had NOT been praying earnestly for Peter. What if Peter had been killed by execution? What would the leadership and direction of the early church have been like had the influence and leadership of Peter been removed? Our Lord Jesus clearly had prominent leadership plans for Peter when He told Peter that his influence in the church would be as a solid rock (Matthew 16:13-20). Peter largely influenced the Gospel of Mark as he shared his accounts of his relationship with Christ with Mark, who used it in his writing of the gospel. And what of the letters of Peter to the church under persecution, or his evangelism to the Jews? Clearly, the prayers of the early disciples for Peter’s life had long lasting effects on the history of the church.

Our prayers, offered faithfully, constantly and earnestly in simple, child-like faith to the Father who loves us, will not only impact our lives personally, but touch lives and events all across the world. Why? Because God is so good and will answer the prayers of His precious children. God’s joyful willingness to answer our prayers is recorded all over Scripture as a sure promise to us that our prayers truly make a difference (please read Daniel 9:22-23, Genesis 18:16-33, Exodus 32:1-14, Luke 11:1-13, 18:1-8, Acts 4:23-31, 2 Chronicles 20:1-30, 1 John 3:18-24, James 5:13-18). The fall of the Berlin wall and the Iron Curtain of communism occurred largely because of the faithful, persistent, prevailing prayers of the church across the world. Yes, it is true that many political, social and economic factors caused the downfall of communism, but it was the collective, concerted prayers of God’s people that influenced these factors towards a specific direction. Let us pray! Let us pray for our families and loved ones! Let us pray when we watch the news on TV or read the newspapers! Let us pray for our lost friends, and for our leaders! Let us love God deeply, and live a life of prayer, for our God is faithful and He will answer!
